Reading and Writing-  We will ….


Have short reading, phonics and writing sessions every day and frequent handwriting sessions.


Retelling a variety of familiar stories and creating their own. 


Know what characters, settings and events are and be able to use story language. �Phase 3 & 4  Letters & Sounds.-Blend phonemes to read and write simple words including CVC, CCVC, CVCC words. �Read and write all of phase 2 and 3 high frequency words. 


Read simple books independently- pink/red/ yellow/blue level. Talk to others about what they have read and answer simple questions. 


Talk for writing -learn, act out and retell traditional stories- The Enormous Turnip, The Hungry Caterpillar, The Magic Porridge Pot and The Three Little Pigs, Supertato– make our own version- pictures, use signifiers, role play, story maps, written. 


Use a variety of equipment such as pencils, pens, paint, chalk, ICT to draw, write words, sentences and begin to write our own stories. 


Learn to write sentences that will have finger spaces and a full stop and some will have a capital letter. �

Moving and handling/Health & self care- We will….


Have experiences where we can run, jump, hop, skip, roll,crawl,slide and climb. Balancing & climbing- jump from an object and land safely  (Outdoor area and PE session)

Number and Shape,Space & Measure- We will ….


Recognise numbers 1-20. Write and order them.


Begin to understand the place value of digits in a 2 digit number.


Identify which is more/less and give explanations. 


Take part in practical activities that involve identifying numbers and counting objects to 10 and then 20.


Counting in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s 


Use and understand language relating to addition and subtraction.  Be able to add and subtract 2 single digit numbers and represent their working out through pictures and number sentences.�Verbally explain their calculations, problem solving, understanding and reasoning.


Play games and complete practical activities linked to halving and doubling. Learn doubles 1-5


We will continue to develop our knowledge of 3D shapes and use mathematical terms to describe them. Use them in our play.  Cube, cuboid, pyramid, sphere, cone, cylinder.


Participate in practical activities to develop vocabulary related to height, length, time, position, money and capacity.  Be able to compare objects and quantities.








Speaking, listening & understanding.   We will….





Be able to follow instructions involving several parts i.e. first get your coat and then line up at the door. U


Ask and answer a range of questions including how and why about experiences in their own life and in relation to familiar stories. U
