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History


Year 3


We will describe events in the past using the dates for when things happened.


We will use a timeline within a specific period of history and set out the order that things may have happened.


We will use my mathematical knowledge to work out how long ago events happened.


We will explain some of the times when Britain was invaded.


We will use research skills to find answers to specific historical questions.


Activity


Children will create labelled diagrams of Roman technology and inventions.





Science


Year 3 and 4 - Working scientifically


We will ask relevant scientific questions.


We will use observations and knowledge to answer scientific questions.


We will set up a simple enquiry to explore a scientific question.


We will set up a test to compare two things.


We will set up a fair test and explain why it is fair.


We will make careful and accurate observations, including the use of standard units.


We will use equipment, including thermometers and data loggers to make measurements.


We will gather, record, classify and present data in different ways to answer scientific questions.


We will use diagrams, keys, bar charts and tables; using scientific language.


We will use findings to report in different ways, including oral and written explanations, presentation.


We will draw conclusions and suggest improvements.


We will make a prediction with a reason.


We will identify differences, similarities and changes related to an enquiry.





Year 3 – Forces and Magnets 


We will compare how things move on different surfaces 


We will notice that some forces need contact between two objects, but magnetic forces can act at a distance 


We will observe how magnets attract or repel each other and attract some materials and not others 


We will compare and group together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of whether they are attracted to a magnet, and identify some magnetic materials 


We will describe magnets as having two poles 


We will predict whether two magnets will attract or repel each other, depending on which poles are facing. 





Activity


Children will link forces to inventions from the Roman Empire.





Year 3- Light - continued


We will find patterns in the way that the size of shadows change. 





Activity


Children will carry out an experiment to investigate how the size of shadows are affected by the light source and the object blocking the light.
